The poppy was 

selected as a sign of the 

Remembrance Day ow-

ing to the poppies that 

bloomed transversely on 

some of the most horri-

ble battlefields of World 

War I. Songs are written 

for Remembrance Day 

like the well known "In 

Flanders Fields" by John 

McCrae (page 5).
